reduce consumer confusion and pre-

vent false or misleading use of envi-

ronmental terms in product advertis-

factured materials, as well as recy-
cled raw material. If advertisers use
the term "recycled" to describe a
product that has been reused,
reconditioned or remanufac-
tured, they must disclose

recycled through reuse,

clear from the context.
